Deliveries until their ‘one eyed horse Nelson’ died, to outlying
villages was made by horse and cart.

Pete is only too
happy to delight customers with stories about past delivery
experiences, such as a woman giving birth whilst he made the

weekly bread delivery and
doctors having to be called
due to a customer
collapsing – which because
of Pete’s quick thinking
saved her life!
